First Nationally Integrated Channel Introduces Control and Accountability

paradigm shift in the way chronic biologics are managed. As the first nationally
integrated service network for administering infusible and injectable drugs, ACN provides
the control and accountability missing in todayÕs marketplace.  The results are reduced
overall costs, broader patient access and real-time clinical and data protocols for
tracking and reporting Ð all of which lead to enhanced persistency and adherence to
chronic healthcare therapy.

ACN is an alternative to todayÕs healthcare system, which was created for managing oral
medications, not the coming boom in infusions and injections that by 2010 will comprise
half of all medical drug approvals and impact mainstream populations.

The current model of servicing patients with chronic conditions through biologics is cost-
intensive, uncontrolled and clinically ineffective.   Biologics drugs and services can cost
up to $400,000 per year per patient and are expected to constitute up to 50% of a health
planÕs overall drug spend.   The high costs come from hospitals, infusing physicians and
home care providers marking up drugs.  This practice is facilitated by complex billing
systems, which donÕt distinguish between the pharmacy (drug) and medical (service)
fees and therefore minimize accountability.  Furthermore, decreasing infusion physicians
and increasing nursing shortages are driving an increase in service fees to train patients
and provide infusions and injections.   Thus, the high costs encourage health plans to
limit the use of chronic medications.

From a patient perspective, many factors erode compliance and adherence.  High fees
translate into high deductibles and co-insurance payments.  Many chronic biologics are
not appropriate in the home setting and physicians and hospitals require patients to take
time off work for services due to lack of availability on weekends and evenings.  No
education is provided to the patient on the importance of following through with the
therapy.   The net effect is a healthcare system that severely overpays for those who can
afford chronic biologics, and leaves many without access to high quality treatment.



ÒWe saw a need in todayÕs marketplace for a new healthcare model for chronic biologic
infusions that could give all participants greater control over how and where their money
was being spent and at the same time increased patient access to high quality care,Ó
said Judi Grupp, founder, president and CEO of ActiveCare Network.  ÒToday, with a
national network of infusion clinics integrated with a network that connects key market
constituents in the pharmacy benefit and medical industry, we provide efficient, cost-
effective biologic services that broadens patient access.Ó

ACN's centrally managed National Clinic Network -- the nationÕs largest Ð introduces
cost-control, reporting accountability and utilization management to the chronic
healthcare industry.  It offers access to more than 1,400 credentialed infusion clinics
staffed by on-site physicians and trained infusion nurses.  Unlike hospitals and
homecare providers, ACN's sites donÕt mark up biologics services fees.  ACN has
negotiated drug discounts with PBMs/specialty pharmacies to further controls costs.
For these reasons, both physicians and health plans can confidently refer patients to
ACN's infusion network.

A sophisticated scheduling, clinical management and billing tool seamlessly integrates
managed care providers, physicians and clinics for efficient operation.  Through ACN's
system, patients are efficiently serviced on their time Ð including evenings and weekends
times -- allowing increased productivity and less sick days.  Behind the scenes, the
system ÒpushesÓ plan-driven clinical protocols for more consistent outcomes; simplifies
billing by identifying drug versus service charges; and captures data for measurement
and actionable reporting that allows plans to see where and how their members are
being cared for.  By creating a means to monitor and ensure consistent clinical and plan
protocol adherence by enrollees, ACN ensures improved patient compliance and
outcomes that result in less costs down the road in the form of surgery and prolonged
hospitalization.
